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MADTA recognizes the importance of encouraging young dog handlers to participate in dog sports. To
this end, MADTA offers a 50% discount for all classes and club non-sanctioned events (Sho-N-Go, run-
throughs, seminars, etc.) to youth under the age of 18, upon presentation of a valid student
identification card at the time of registration. A parent or guardian is required to remain at MADTA
during the training session and is expected to assist as needed.

MADTA supports the annual Southeastern Youth Fair (SEYF) by providing free training in dog obedience,
rally, and agility to young people entering the Fair. The SEYF is the premier event for 4-H and FFA
students in Marion County, Florida. The SEYF is a not-for-profit organization. ALL-YOUTH Fair is held in
February of each year.
